IV. DATA ACCESS PROTOCOL
At the completion of this agreement, a data set containing the agreed upon variables and a code book will be posted on the secure network site. The requestor will then be provided with an identification/login name and password for that site: the requestor may then log in and download their custom files. The file, identification/login name, and password will be removed after 2 weeks. No information that permits individuals to be identified will be posted in this manner, and every means will be taken to ensure the confidentiality and security of such information. 
V. CUSTODIAL RESPONSIBILITY AND CONFIDENTIALITY OF SHARED DATA
The data requestor and all authorized proxies agree to use and manage the data with the utmost integrity and ethical criteria. Said User agrees to maintain sufficient administrative, technical, and physical safeguards to protect the confidentiality of the data and to prevent unauthorized use or access to it. These include, but are not limited to:

a. Physically protecting the data so that no unauthorized person(s) may view or access it, shredding physical printouts, and not copying the data onto public computers. Likewise, the data should not be archived or stored on line. 

b. Storing the data on password protected (hard) drives that are accessible only to the individuals named above. 
c. Storing the data in a secure/locked location when not in use. 
d. The data specified herein shall not be disclosed, released, revealed, showed, sold, rented, leased, loaned, or otherwise have access granted to it for any reason whatsoever. 
e. Any access to the data specified herein is to be strictly limited to the minimum number of individuals required to achieve the research purpose stated above. It is understood that only those individuals named above may access/work with the data.

f. It is understood that any data that are released are not to be used to identify individuals (or make any decisions impacting said individuals). Any individually identifiable data will not be released or used to make determinations at the individual level. However, removing names, identification numbers, etc. does not preclude the identification of an individual. The confidentiality of any discernable individual or entity is to be strictly guarded. 

g. It is understood that the data requestor will conduct those and only those analyses agreed upon at the signing of this agreement. Any data that are released are not to be used for undisclosed analyses/research, nor for personal reasons endeavors.
h. It is understood that any data that is shared is subject to the confidentiality, privacy, and other guidelines as specified by the National Institutes of Health (www.nih.gov).

VI. PUBLICATION AND SCIENTIFC DISSEMINATION

The data requestor and all authorized proxies agree to provide the data custodian with a  copy of abstracts or manuscripts prepared for review and either presentation or publication, giving three weeks for review or the material and checking for its conformity and accuracy in relation to characteristics of the original sample and data.  When appropriate, the data custodian may designate one or two co-authors who have made significant contributions to the research.  The data custodian must approve any product of these data before public dissemination of findings from these data in any format/forum.
VII. SCOPE OF WORK LIMITATION

The data custodian reserves the right to re-assign the proposed scope of work to another data requestor or to herself if the proposed work has not been completed and accepted for publication within 12 months of the initiation of this agreement, unless there is an advance agreement for a mutually acceptable extension of this agreement.
